
Having mammograms regularly has been shown to significantly decrease a woman’s chance of dying from breast cancer.  It is recommended that you have a baseline mammogram between the ages of 35 and 40.  Screening mammograms are recommended every year for women forty years of age and older.  It is not necessary to have a referral for a screening mammogram.  Below is a list of mammogram facilities our patients frequently use.  There are other facilities available which you are welcome to use.  Please take this form with you to help ensure that the report is sent to us for your records.  Finally, when the mammogram is done, ask how you will receive the results of your mammogram.

Frequently, you will be asked to undergo additional studies such as breast ultrasound, spot compression views or a follow-up mammogram in six months.  This is quite normal, often due to shadows on the film, or normal breast changes.
